EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

« For FY 2022 the total economic impact of Barton
Community College on Barton County, Kansas
was $30,012,000.

« There were 380 Full Time Equivalent jobs in the
local economy because of Barton Community
College that generated $17,121,000 in labor
income.
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- Barton Community College activities generated
about $247,740 in local taxes.
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« Partnership donations and shared or exchanged
services, facilities, or equipment valued over

$8,955,327.
